Consequences of not sitting examinations — 2009
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Full-time students in their final year of compulsory schooling and enrolled in at least
one Stage 2 or Stage 3 pair of units in a course are required to sit for, and make an
genuine attempt at, the WACE examination in that course (unless exempt).

A student who should sit an examination and chooses not to, or chooses not to make
a genuine attempt in the examination, will not get a course report in that course. Nor
will the grades for those units be counted towards the C grade average for the
WACE.

As a consequence, a student may not meet the requirements to receive a WACE.
