Consensus moderation meetings in 2010 will be conducted on 19 July (the first day
of Term 3). Meetings will be held for the following WACE courses wherever sufficient
schools are delivering each stage:

e Stage 3 (only) for the 13 courses available for the first time in 2008

e Stages 1, 2 and 3 for the 31 courses available for the first time in 2009.

It is compulsory for each school to send one representative to a meeting for each
stage (or pair of units) that the school is delivering. The format of the meetings will be
the same as that used this year. Full details will be provided to schools later in 2009.

Meetings will be held in the metropolitan area and where viable in Bunbury, Albany
and Geraldton. Where location precludes a school from sending a representative to a
meeting, contact will be made with the school later this year to establish an
appropriate process to use.

No meetings will be conducted in 2010 for the eight courses which were available for
the first time in or before 2007:

e Applied Information Technology

Aviation

Earth and Environmental Science

Engineering Studies

English

English as an Additional Language/Dialect

Media Production and Analysis

Physical Education Studies.

These courses will be moderated through the school moderation visit/validation
process for a sample of schools.
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
