Students who have been prevented from attending an examination, or whose 
performance has been affected by a temporary sickness, non-permanent disability or 
unforeseen misadventure suffered immediately before or during the examination 
period, may wish to submit a sickness/misadventure application. The circumstances 
must be beyond the usual control of the student. 
 
Application forms are available from all practical and written examination centres, 
schools or may be downloaded from the Curriculum Council website at 
http://www.curriculum.wa.edu.au/internet/Senior_Secondary/Exam_Information. 
 
This year application forms will arrive in schools with the personalised examination 
timetables for candidates. 
 
Applications relating to incidents affecting the practical examination should be 
submitted immediately following that component of the examination. 
 
For incidents affecting the written examinations in November, students are 
encouraged to submit their application immediately following their last written 
examination. The completed form and any supporting documentation must be 
received by the Curriculum Council no later that 5pm on Friday 27 November 2009.   
 
Candidates will be informed of the outcome of their application at the same time as 
they receive their statement of results.  
 
Please note, these forms should not be submitted to the Curriculum Council for any 
matter related to the mock examinations conducted by your school.

Schools are reminded, in accordance with the 2009 WACE Activities Schedule and 
previous correspondence regarding enrolments, that the last date for enrolments 
and/or amendments to enrolments for all students is Friday 25 September 2009 (last 
day of Term 3). 
 
After this date, the Curriculum Council is unable to accept the following: 
• new enrolment in an E code subject (for all students) 
• withdrawal from an E code subject, including sitting a TEE/WACE course 

examination (for all students) 
• change of enrolment from being a school candidate to being a non-examination 

candidate (or vice-versa) (for all students) 
• new enrolment by a Year 12 student in a WACE course unit (which has an 

examination) 
• withdrawal by a Year 12 student from a WACE course unit (which has an 

examination). 
 

Schools should note that they will be unable to upload data to SIRS relating to the 
above categories after 25 September 2009. 
 
Schools are able to upload changes to Year 12 students’ personal information to 
SIRS until Friday 27 November 2009.

Since 2005 when the increase to the school leaving age was implemented, the 
Curriculum Council has been responsible for student registrations. 
 
Schools are asked to regularly check the enrolment and demographic details of their 
students and upload this information to the Council. This can be done by using SIRS 
report CSE 059: Verification of student details.  The report is available using the 
following pathway: Reports > Other reports > Report type > Students > CSE 059. 
 
Changes to personal details can be made until the end of November by uploading the 
SRGDG file to SIRS. 
 
This information is required under Section 19 of the Acts Amendment (Higher School

 Information as described on the relevant subject/course information sheet is provided 
 The completed nomination form is mailed or hand-delivered so that it is received at the 

Curriculum Council no later than 5pm on Monday 14 September 2009. Faxed or emailed 
nominations cannot be accepted. No late applications will be accepted. 

 
Please be advised that if the above requirements are not met, the nominations will be deemed 
ineligible. 
 
The selection process will be conducted during the week 19–23 October 2009. Due to the large 
number of interviews scheduled for this week, the Council is not able to make changes to 
students’ allocated interview times. Where student materials are submitted in place of an 
interview, materials are due the previous week. Students and their teachers will be advised by 
letter of the relevant dates. These letters will arrive during the October school holidays.
