Text excerpts

Extracts or whole pieces (e.g. poems) used in Section One of the new Stage 2 and Stage 3
Literature examinations will be selected from:

e texts not listed in the Text Lists for the Literature course, or

o texts that are created by authors not listed in the Text Lists for the Literature course.

This is necessary to ensure that no student is advantaged by finding pieces of literature in that
section that were selected from texts or authors listed that the student, fortuitously, had studied
and that other students had not studied.

Reading time

The time allowed for reading before commencing work on the Stage 2 and Stage 3 Literature
examinations is 10 minutes. No writing or annotating is permitted during this time. The working
time for the paper is three hours.

This is the same as for all other courses.

It is recommended that school staff confirm the accuracy of the Year 12 data they have
uploaded to the student information records system (SIRS) by checking the following reports:
subject achievement by provider (CSE008)

course unit achievement by provider (CSE004)

VET units of competency achievement by provider (CSE005)

endorsed program achievement by provider (CSE006)

qualifications achieved (CSEO007)

missing achievement by provider (subjects — CSE024; course units — CSE023; VET units of

competency — CSE022; and endorsed programs — CSE021 or for all information — CSE009)

e discrepancies on student achievement ranking (subjects — GRDO014; course units —
GRDO013).

To verify all of your Year 12 students’ achievements in SIRS, run report CSE019.

All Year 12 data must be finalised by Friday 27 November 2009. There must be no missing
results for students at this time. After this date, the SIRS database will be ‘locked’ and schools
will no longer be able to upload changes.

The accuracy of this data is important as it is also used to formulate the school performance
tables which are published in the media. Schools can monitor their graduation figures via the
following SIRS reports:

o full-time student WACE eligibility report (CSEQ74)

o full-time student WACE eligibility report with criteria (CSE078)

o student WACE eligibility report (CSE015).

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How community service hours will be recorded

Schools have options as to how community service hours are recorded on each
student’s statement of results.

This follows Council’s decision in May to remove the requirement for students to
complete 20 hours of community service to achieve the WACE.

Community service is reported to Council through an upload of the SRGDG file to the
student information records system (SIRS). In 2009, schools have three options:

o Completion of at least 20 hours of community service

¢ Non-completion/partial completion of community service

e The actual number of hours of community service completed.

Where schools did not record the hours once a student had completed the required 20,
the statement ‘Jane Francis Student has completed 20 hours of community service’ will
appear on their statement of results.

Where a student has completed or partially completed their community service, a
statement to this effect will appear on their statement of results.

Where a school provides the Council with the actual number of hours completed by a
student, the statement ‘Jane Francis Student has completed X hours of community
service’ will be reported the student’s statement of results.

For a student who had previously been given a partial exemption from completing the
20-hour requirement, the statement ‘Jane Francis Student has completed 10 hours of
community service’ will appear on their statement of results.

For a student who has received a previous exemption from community service or has

not completed any community service, there will be no statement about community
service recorded on their statement of results.
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Private candidature enrolment for Languages: interstate (including CCAFL)

Year 12 students can register with the Curriculum Council to sit the external
examination in a Languages: Interstate course (including CCAFL, background
speaker, Arabic, Hebrew, Modern Greek and Spanish courses) as a private
candidate as long as they also sit the external exams in at least three other courses
in the same year so the language result can be scaled.

The result of the external examination can contribute towards the calculation of the

student’s Australian tertiary admission rank (ATAR). The student’s scaled score does
not include a school-based assessment.

Schools may now request Curriculum Council student numbers automatically through
the student information record system (SIRS) for Year 8 students starting in 2010.
Details of how to request numbers are in Section 5.1 of the WACE Procedures File

To better assist schools with the allocation of Curriculum Council numbers and the
checking of previously allocated numbers, a new email address has been created
and a central phone number established. These are listed in the contacts above.

In brief, schools are encouraged to do an initial search in SIRS for student numbers
via Enrolment>Student Enrolment>Find Student Number. If no record is found,
schools can email ccnumbers@curriculum.wa.edu.au and advise the following:

student first name

student surname

date of birth

academic year

if the student has arrived in WA from overseas or interstate.

This will enable a more comprehensive search to be undertaken before a new
number is issued.

Schools with a Year 7 intake that require CC numbers in 2010 need to email
ccnumbers@curriuclum.wa.edu.au and advise how many numbers are required.
These numbers can be allocated to your students, but must not be uploaded to
SIRS.

Schools are requested to continue to upload their student registration and
demographic (SRGDG) files for 2009 to ensure accuracy and consistency of all data.
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
