VET industry specific courses

The following VET industry specific courses have been
developed:

Completion of a VET industry specific course attracts
the same unit credit as any other course. The course
structure includes a work placement requirement and
the achievement of a full qualification. Achievement is
recorded on the student’s statement of results with other
WACE course results.

VET credit transfer

Full or partial VET qualifications can be studied by
themselves. The results from these are recorded

on the student’s statement of results. All completed
qualifications and units of competency are listed, along
with the registered training organisation supervising the
training.

Fifty-five hours of training is equivalent to one course unit.

Who delivers VET programs?

A registered training organisation (RTO) can deliver
VET to senior secondary students. An RTO could be a
school, a private training provider or TAFE college.

M VET is an engaging, hands-on program in years 10,
11 and 12 that counts towards a WACE.

M Commence a traineeship or apprenticeship at school.

M Qualifications achieved in WA can be used to gain
work or enrol for further training in any Australian
State or Territory.

Learning is directed to further training and/or
employment.

More school-to-work options are available through
workplace learning.
