• having completed at least 5 full-year (or equivalent) Curriculum Council subjects; 
• obtaining an average grade of C or better in at least 4 full year (or equivalent) Curriculum Council subjects at Year 

12 level (E code); and 
• meeting the Curriculum Council English language competence requirement. 

 

Students who have completed the equivalent of one semester of Year 11 overseas, interstate or through TAFE may 
achieve a WACE by:  
• having completed at least 7.5  full-year (or equivalent) Curriculum Council subjects; 
• obtaining an average grade of C or better in at least 6 full-year (or equivalent) Curriculum Council subjects 4 of which 

are at Year 12 level (E code); and 
• meeting the Curriculum Council English language competence requirement.
